Re: Snow Removal Equipment Bids

Earlier this year, Bids were solicited for a runway broom and a rotary plow.
The Bids were opened on March 30, 2020. Paragraph 15.5 of the
Instructions to Bidders states, “Owner will give the Successful Bidder(s) a
Notice of Award within 60 days after the date of the Bid opening”.
Additionally, the Invitation to Bid states, “The Owner reserves the right to
reject any and all Bids, to waive any and all informalities and to negotiate
contract terms with the successful Bidder, and the right to disregard all non-
conforming, non-responsive or conditional Bids.”

Allotments of FAA CARES Act funds has led staff to reassess the airport’s
current funding priorities and operational needs. Based on that review and
as permitted under the bid documents, staff is recommending that all Bids
be rejected. At this time, staff does not anticipate acquisition of runway
show removal equipment this year.

What does the Economic Adjustment Assistance (EAA) program do?

The EAA program provides a wide range of technical, planning, and public works and infrastructure assistance in
regions experiencing adverse economic changes that may occur suddenly or over time. These adverse economic
impacts may result from a steep decline in manufacturing employment following a plant closure, changing trade
patterns, catastrophic natural disaster, a military base closure, or environmental changes and regulations.

Who may benefit from EAA and what will such funding do to promote economic development?
